Napa Valley 

The Napa Valley is, indisputably, one of the world’s most recognized wine regions. We will visit the famous Sutter home 

Chateau and taste five kinds of wine: Reserve White Zinfandel, Pinot Grigio, Zinfandel, Moscato, Zinfandel port! 

 

Drive-Thru Tree Park 

What California icon is 2,400 years old and has cars driving through it every summer day? If you guessed the Chandelier 

Drive-Thru Tree in Leggett—an hour’s drive north of Willits and three hours from the San Francisco Bay Area—you 

know your redwoods. For more than 80 years, road-trippers have been capturing photos of their cars squeezing 

through the Chandelier Tree’s six-foot-wide and seven-foot-tall tunnel, which was carved into its trunk in 1937. 

 

Humboldt Redwoods State Park 

Humboldt Redwoods State Park is the largest of California’s redwood parks straddling the scenic Eel River, and it 

includes the 10,000-acre Rockefeller Forest, where several of the world’s ten tallest trees can be found. Easily accessed 

on the Avenue of the Giants, the park Visitor Center near Weott includes displays of nature, wildlife and local history. 

Humboldt Redwoods offers numerous campsites in various habitats, and many stunning redwood groves and hiking 

trails. Another don’t-miss attraction is Founders’ Grove, dedicated to the Save-the-Redwoods League. 

 

Founders Grove 

Strolling in the forest trail, along the way are redwood trees about a thousand years old. The towering sea redwood 

forest is full of aura, and you can't help but sigh the magic of creation! Hiking on the Shenmu Trail, take a deep breath 

of nature!

Day 2  Arcata - Vehicle - Coastline by US-101 - Vehicle - Crater Lake National Park - Vehicle - Eugene

Crater Lake National Park

after the collapse of mount mazama - an ancient volcano that erupted approximately 7,700 years ago, the length of

Columbia River Gorge 

The Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area protects the spectacular canyon where the Columbia River cuts through 

the Cascade mountains - with cliffs and overlooks of Washington to the north and Oregon's mountains and waterfalls to 

the south. The Gorge is unique in its natural and cultural history, as well as its designation as a National Scenic Area.  

 

Multnomah Falls 

Arrived at Multnomah Falls in beautiful Oregon! It is part of the Columbia River Gorge National Scenic Area which is a 

protected area that covers land in both Washington and Oregon. There are spectacular views where the river cuts 

through mountains and forests to create awesome cliffs, canyons, and waterfalls! 

 

International Rose Test Garden 

One of Portland's nicknames is the City of Roses, and this town has long been an incubator for the scented beauties. 



Nearly a century ago, a farsighted citizen convinced the local government to set up a rose test garden during World War

Washington State Capitol Building 

Home to the State Legislature, the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Secretary of State, and Treasurer for the state of 

Washington, this building is American Neoclassical in design. The State Supreme Court building and the Governor's 

Mansion are also on this campus. 

 

Mt. Rainier National Park 

Mount Rainier is circled by the Wonderland Trail and is covered by several glaciers and snowfields totaling some 35 

square miles. Carbon Glacier is the largest glacier by volume in the contiguous United States, while Emmons 

Glacier is the largest glacier by area. About 1.8 million people visit Mount Rainier National Park each year. Mount 

Rainier is a popular peak for mountaineering with some 10,000 attempts per year with approximately 50% making it to 

the summit. Also, Mt. Rainier in WA is the tallest volcano of Mainland America, the 5th tallest mountain of the entire 

US territory. The mountain top is covered by snow all year round. When the snow melts, water flows down in large
