Manneken Pis 

Manneken Pis is a landmark small bronze sculpture located in central Brussels. The sculpture is part of a fountain that 

has a little boy urinating into the fountain's basin. It was designed by Jérôme Duquesnoy the Elder and put in place in 

1618 or 1619; however the current statue is a replica which dates from 1965. 

 

Grand-Place Brussels 

Let’s explore the Grand Place! The Grand Place is located at the central square of Brussels. The Grand Place is one of 

the greatest tourist destination and most memorable landmark in Brussels. It is also considered one of the most 

beautiful squares in Europe and has been a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1998. 

 

Brussels Town Hall 

The Town Hall of the City of Brussels is a Gothic building from the Middle Ages. It is located on the famous Grand Place 

in Brussels, Belgium, across the Brussels City Museum. Interestingly enough, it is the only remaining medieval building 

of the Grand Place and is even considered to be a masterpiece of civil Gothic architecture.

The avenue is 

approximately 1.9 km long and 70 m wide, running between the Place de la Concorde and the Place Charles de Gaulle, 

where the Arc de Triomphe is located. It is known for its theatres, cafés, and numerous luxury shops. It also is home to 

famous annual Bastille Day military parade and as the finish of the Tour de France cycling race.  

 

Place de la Concorde 

The Place de la Concorde is one of the major public squares in Paris, France. Measuring at about 19 acres in area, it is 

the largest square in the French capital. It was also notorious for many public executions of King Louis XVI and Marie 

Antoinette in the course of the French Revolution. 

 

Eiffel Tower

Visa instructions 

Passport and visa requirements 

If you are a non-EU national wishing to visit or travel within the EU, you will need a passport: valid for at least 3 months 

after the date you intend to leave the EU country you are visiting, which was issued within the previous 10 years, and 

possibly a visa. 

Citizens of the United States with a valid US passport can travel to 26 European member countries of the Schengen 

Area for a maximum of 90 days without having to apply or obtain a Schengen visa for short-term tourism or a business 

trip. 

Note: (By the end of 2022, US citizens will have to apply for an ETIAS prior to their travel towards Europe, in order to be 

allowed to enter the territory.) 

A US Passport. It must not be older than 10 years and it should be valid for at least three more months beyond their 

intended date of departure from the Schengen Area. 

Americans can stay in the Schengen Area for a maximum of 90 days within a 180 day period. 

US Green Card holders, who are also nationals of third countries that have not established a visa-free regime with the 

EU, will need to obtain a Schengen Visa, in order to be able to travel to Europe. 

  

France: 

If you are vaccinated, you can travel to France with no restrictions linked to health conditions. 

The measures applicable to vaccinated adults also apply to any minors accompanying them, whether they are 

vaccinated or not. You can therefore travel with your underage children, whether they are vaccinated or not, and they 

will not need to self-isolate. Unvaccinated children aged 12 and over will need to present a negative test result as 

described below. 

If you are not vaccinated and you arrive from an “orange” country. Each traveller aged 12 and over must present a 

negative PCR test taken less than 72 hours before departure or a negative antigenic test taken less than 48 hours 



before departure. 

  

CDC will require all air passengers two years of age and over entering the United States (including U.S. citizens and 

Legal Permanent Residents) to present a negative COVID-19 test, taken within one (1) calendar days of departure. 

Airlines must confirm the negative test result for all passengers prior to boarding. Airlines must deny boarding of 

passengers who do not provide documentation of a negative test.
