Explore its secret passageways, 

elaborately decorated rooms with authentic period furnishings or take in the breathtaking views of Toronto from one 

of the towers.  

 

CN Tower 

The CN Tower is a Canadian icon and one of the most recognizable North American buildings. It is made entirely of 

concrete and was the tallest structure in the world at the time of its completion in 1976.  

 

Ripley's Aquarium of Canada 

The Ripley’s Aquarium in Canada holds over 16,000 aquatic animals. It even features North America’s longest 

underwater viewing tunnel (96 meters) which allows you to walk by the sharks, rough tail stingrays, and dangerous 

lagoon. Guests will be both entertained and inspired to protect the waters of the world after leaving this unique 

aquarium.  

 

Legislative Assembly of Ontario 

The building is located in Queens Park in downtown Toronto. It was built in 1893 and is the office of the Ontario 

government. It is a Romanesque building made of red sandstone. The whole building is simple, elegant and solemn. In 

front of the parliament building is an open meadow, full of greenery and refreshing. 

 

Toronto's Chinatown 

Since 1878, Toronto's Chinatown has been gradually formed by overseas Chinese from Singapore, Vietnam and other 

places. At present, there are many Chinese restaurants, shops, vegetable and fruit markets, massage centers, etc., and 

the decoration and style are quite Chinese. Every Spring Festival is a very lively time in Chinatown. The characteristic 

dragon dance parade is carried out with the accompaniment of gongs and drums, which is very lively. The Dragon Boat 

Race held every June on Lake Ontario has become a summer entertainment event in Toronto.

La Citadelle is an active military installation and the secondary official residence of both the Canadian monarch and the 

Governor General of Canada. It is located atop Cap Diamant, adjoining the Plains of Abraham in Quebec City, Quebec. 

The citadel is the oldest military building in Canada, and forms part of the fortifications of Quebec City, which is one of 

only two cities in North America still surrounded by fortifications, the other being Campeche, Mexico. 

The Citadelle is a National Historic Site of Canada and forms part of the Fortifications of Québec National Historic Site of 

Canada. The fortress is located within the Historic District of Old Québec, which was designated a World Heritage Site in 

1985. The site receives some 200,000 visitors annually.

The distinctive architecture and interior design of Grand Central Terminal's station house have earned it several 

landmark designations, including as a National Historic Landmark. Its Beaux-Arts design incorporates numerous works 

of art. Grand Central Terminal is one of the world's ten most visited tourist attractions, with 21.9 million visitors in 

2013, excluding train and subway passengers. 

 

New York Public Library 

It is the representing building in the New York Public Library system and a landmark in Midtown Manhattan, New York 

City. The branch, one of four research libraries in the library system, contains nine separate divisions. The structure has 

four stories open to the public. The main entrance steps are at Fifth Avenue at the intersection with East 41st Street. As 

of 2015, the branch contains an estimated 2.5 million volumes of books in its shelves. 

 

Bryant Park 

Bryant Park is a beloved, year-round New York City destination. Known as Manhattan's Town Square, the park is 

famous for its lush seasonal gardens, free activities, world class restrooms, and al fresco dining. Located adjacent to the 

New York Public Library and surrounded by iconic skyscrapers, Bryant Park is visited by more than 12 million people 

each year and is one of the busiest public spaces in the world. 

 

Blue Bottle Coffee 

Trendy cafe chain offering upscale coffee drinks & pastries, plus beans & brewing equipment. Established and operating 

in New York City since 2010. 

 

Central Park 

Central Park has so much to offer, and its options are endless! You can take a tour with a bike rental, enjoy a yoga or 

fitness session, walk the paved roads, take a few pictures with the city buildings in the background, and if you are lucky 

enough, you can even sight cherry blossom trees at certain times during the year! 



 

Roosevelt Island 

Roosevelt Island is a slender island located on the East River between Queens and Manhattan Island. Although 

Roosevelt Island is small in size, it has a unique architectural history. There are several buildings on the island with 

significant architectural importance, and they have been the target base for many important urban planning 

competitions and proposals.

Little Island, is a new, public park pier within the larger Hudson River Park, opened to the public on May 21, 2021. Little 

island is famous amongst New Yorkers and visitors from all around the world with a unique green space unlike any 

other in New York City. Planned in partnership with the Hudson River Park Trust, Little Island was funded primarily 

through Barry Diller and the Diller-Von Furstenberg Family Foundation through an extraordinary philanthropic gift to 

Hudson River Park.
