The Butchart Gardens

Come and enjoy the beautiful Butchart Gardens! We promise, these gardens won’t be like any other you have visited.
These magical and enchanting gardens would truly be one of a lifetime experience! In fact, the gardens receive over a
million visitors each year. The gardens were first constructed in 1904 and today is so well-known that it is named a
National Historic Site. During Spring season, countless tulips, daffodils, and hyacinths fill the gardens with different
fragrances and vibrant colors. And, at the end of May, the rose garden will blossom so beautifully that it is often named
