At the very end of
Ediz Hook there is a U.S. Coast Guard Station responsible for search and rescue, homeland security, and

environmental maintenance.

East Beach

The aptly-named East Beach is tucked away on Lake Crescent’s northeastern end, less than one mile from
Highway 101. Its convenient location makes it a popular spot, and this place fills up fast during the warm summer
months. East Beach stretches from Stearns Wharf to the City limits just past the Clark Estate, on the eastern end
of the four-mile stretch of City beach parks. East Beach offers picnic facilities, more than a dozen volleyball

courts, a playground, and beautiful ocean views.
