Carbon Glacier is the largest glacier by volume in the contiguous United States, while Emmons
Glacier is the largest glacier in the area. About 1.8 million people visit Mount Rainier National Park each year. In
addition, Mount Rainier is a popular peak for mountaineering with some 10,000 attempts per year with
approximately 50% making it to the summit. Also, Mt. Rainier in WA is the tallest volcano of Mainland America,
the 5th tallest mountain in the entire US territory. The mountain top is covered by snow all year round. When the
snow melts, water flows down in large volume, creating beautiful waterfalls and vast lakes while also irrigating

the forest land.

Pioneer Square
