Chichén Itza

As the best-preserved Mayan city-state ruins in the world, this ancient capital of the Mayan Empire, which was
excavated in 514 AD, has many beautiful ancient buildings, such as the Castillo Pyramid, the Cuju Ball Court, the
Warrior Temple, the Oval Observatory, etc. Whether it is the architectural style, artistic attainments, religious
concepts, or scientific achievements, they are all breathtaking, attracting countless scholars and tourists to
come and admire. Among them, the Quetzalcoatl Pyramid is listed as one of the new seven wonders of the world.
The locals worship a kind of sacred bird that is believed to come from heaven, so they specially designed such
steps to create an echo similar to the sound of a bird, as if they were talking to the gods. If you come here, you

might as well try to clap your hands facing the pyramid and you can hear this echo.

Cenote Ik-Kil

Ik Kilis a cenote outside Pisté in the Tinium Municipality, Yucatan, Mexico. The cenote is open to the sky with the



water level about 26 meters (85 ft) below ground level. There is a carved stairway that leads down to a swimming
platform. Ik Kil was considered sacred by the Mayans who used the site as a location for human sacrifice to their

rain god, Chaac.

Suytun cenote

A thin bluestone path extends into a turquoise pool. This is the internet-famous patio "Suiton" that has been liked
thousands of times on "Little Red Book" and Instergram. It is not very big, but its unique landscape makes people
want to come here to take pictures. It is an Aguadas limestone pit. Its natural beauty is breathtaking. The stone
piers in the stone kiln make it look so mysterious. The water in the pool is relatively shallow compared to the
towering stone walls. It is like a huge open church. The crack in the ceiling of the church is the best wealth and
highlight of the entire "Suiton Patio". It is in an almost perfect position, and the light shines right in the center of
the natural well. If the air is humid or there is some dust in the air, that is the best effect for taking pictures.
Standing at the end of the bluestone path in the cave, in the middle of the patio, a beam of light shines directly

from the top, like an angel's arms embracing you.

Cenote is a natural limestone cave, about 27 meters deep, almost circular in shape, with a diameter of
about 50 meters. The water in the cave is clear. This is a natural "swimming pool" formed underground. Going
down the stone steps, you can swim in the sapphire water. This is definitely a wonderful experience not to be

missed. At noon, the sun shines directly from the top, like an angel with open arms, like a fairyland on earth.

Xochimilco, designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1987, is one of central Mexico's most important
archaeological sites. Xochimilco means "place where flowers are sown" in the Huatl language, and itis now
Mexico's most important flower market. The crisscrossing canals here seem worlds apart from the bustling city of
Mexico. A cruise along the canals in one of the colorful, Mexican-style boats offers a unique experience, allowing

you to take in the scenery of Xochimilco.

National Autonomous University of Mexico

Located in the university city south of Mexico City, the main campus of the National Autonomous University of
Mexico (UNAM) is located in the university city. This university has a long history and is one of the best universities
in Mexico and the highest ranked in Latin America. Many of the UNAM's vivid murals are listed as World Cultural
Heritage. Its campus was designed by several famous architects, and the murals on campus were created by
many mural masters such as Diego Rivera. The entire campus has now been listed as a World Heritage Site by

UNESCO.

National Museum of Anthropology

The founding of the Museo de Antropologia de Mexico City began with the discovery and preservation of the "Sun
Stone," a revered object of the Aztecs. In 1520, the Spanish buried the stone during their ravages of the Aztec
capital. [t wasn't until 1790 that the stone was rediscovered. It was excavated and preserved as a precious
cultural heritage, marking the beginning of the Museo de Antropologia's activities. The Museo de Antropologia de
Mexico City stands out among museums worldwide for its unique and captivating collections. Its collections
reflect not only the development of early civilization in Mexico but throughout the Americas, showcasing the
glorious history of the American people for the first time to the world. Visitors to this renowned museum marvel at

the remarkable achievements of ancient Americans while also shedding long-held historical prejudices.

In the morning, we will walk along the
famous Paseo de la Reforma to admire the formal architecture and monumental statues commemorating the
history of Mexico and the Americas. Afterwards, we will proceed to Teotihuacan, known as the "place where the
gods made man", to climb the PirdAmide del Sol and look out over the Path of the Dead and the Piramide de la
Luna, with a view of the entire spectacular ruins area. Afternoon, we will go to the Basilica de Nuestra Sefiora de
Guadalupe, then stop by the Palace of Fine Arts to take pictures, and finally we will go to the Plaza de la
Constitucion, the plaza is like the heart of Mexico, leading Mexico to beat. Not far from the square are the ruins of
the majestic Templo Mayor and the construction of the Catedral Metropolitana. The plaza is also surrounded by

historic Spanish colonial buildings. This reflects the busy life of the city.

Paseo de la Reforma

Paseo de la Reforma is a 12-kilometer-long avenue in Mexico City. Built by King Maximilian | and named Avenida
Regina in honor of his consort, Queen Carlota, upon its inauguration, it now bears the name in commemoration of
the liberalizing reforms of 19th-century Mexican President Benito Juarez. It is modeled after European boulevards,

such as Vienna's Ringstrasse and Paris's Champs-Elysées. Along the Paseo de la Reforma are numerous



monuments honoring figures and events in Mexican and American history, including Cuauhtémoc, Simén Bolivar,
José de San Martin, and Christopher Columbus, as well as a fountain commemorating the nationalization of

Mexican oil. The most notable of these is the Angel of Independence Monument.

Teotihuacan

Teotihuacan, located approximately 50 kilometers from Mexico City, is a remnant of an ancient civilization. Also
known as the City of the Gods, it was designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1987. Two pyramids stand side
by side, separated by a 2-kilometer-long avenue known as the Way of the Dead. The north-south, 2-kilometer-
long Avenue of the Dead is the heart of this ancient city. The most striking features of the avenue are the Pyramid
of the Sun and the Pyramid of the Moon, flanking them. The Pyramid of the Sun, located to the east, is the third
largest pyramid in the world and is surrounded by numerous altars used for sacrifice. The Pyramid of the Moon,
located at the northern end of the Avenue of the Dead, is flanked by the Plaza de la Luna, a complex of 12 temples
and altars. Climb the massive Pyramid of the Sun and gaze out over the Way of the Dead and the Pyramid of the

Moon, offering breathtaking views of the entire ruins.

Basilica of Our Lady of Guadalupe

A cult developed around this site after a Christian convert named Juan Diego claimed in December 1531 that the
Virgin Mary appeared before him on the Cerro del Tepeyac (Tepeyac Hill). After numerous sightings, so the story
goes, the lady’s image was miraculously emblazoned on Diego's cloak, causing a bishop to believe the story and

build a shrine in her honor. To this day the basilica remains a place of pilgrimage and worship.

Palace of Fine Arts

Construction on the iconic building began in 1905 under Italian architect Adamo Boari, who favored neoclassical
and art nouveau styles. Complications arose as the heavy marble shell sank into the spongy subsoil, and then the
Mexican Revolution intervened. Architect Federico Mariscal eventually finished the interior in the 1930s, utilizing

the more modern art deco style. With art nouveau on the outside and art deco on the inside, the Palacio de Bellas

Artes (Palace of Fine Arts) is considered one of the most spectacular buildings from this era.

Plaza de la Constitucion

The Plaza de la Constitucidn is to Mexico City what the Eiffel Tower is to Paris and the Colosseum is to Rome. It's
a must-see destination in Mexico City and the heart of Mexico. Rebuilt by Spanish colonists after the destruction
of Tenochtitlan, the capital of the Aztec Empire, it has always been bustling, whether in the 16th century (when it
was built on the ruins) or in the 18th century (when it became a bustling market), and even today, when it serves
as the seat of government, the bustle continues. In front of the square are the remains of the Cathedral and the
Templo Mayor, the former center of the square. Upon their arrival, the Spanish destroyed the Templo Mayor and
built the Cathedral (Catedral Metropolitana) on top of it, thus obscuring centuries of civilization and this

important pre-Spanish temple. In the late 1970s, cable company workers accidentally uncovered the temple's



structure while working, prompting archaeologists to search for its remains.

2. Hotel accommodation with breakfasts.

3. Chinese-speaking driver and tour guide service.

Cost excludes

1. Cancun to Mexico flight prices.

2. Mandatory fee: $140 per person, please pay for this when you place the order. Include: National Museum of

Anthropology, Xochimilco Boat, Teotihuacan, two special lunches and tour guide service fee in Mexico City.

3. Cancun one-day tour group fee and self-funded project fees.

4. Cancun hotels charge an additional environmental sanitation tax, the additional amount is: 25-30
pesos/room/night (about 1-1.5 US dollars/room/night, the amount charged by each hotel varies).
