in the Korean War theater. Of these, 8,200 are listed as missing in action or lost or buried at sea.

Located north of the Lincoln Memorial near the intersection of 22nd St. The memorial includes the names of over
58,000 servicemen and women who gave their lives in service in the Vietnam Conflict. The memorial also includes "The

The citadel is the oldest military building in Canada, and forms part of the fortifications of Quebec City, which is one of
only two cities in North America still surrounded by fortifications, the other being Campeche, Mexico.

The Citadelle is a National Historic Site of Canada and forms part of the Fortifications of Québec National Historic Site of
Canada. The fortress is located within the Historic District of Old Québec, which was designated a World Heritage Site in

1985. The site receives some 200,000 visitors annually.
