Dead Horse Point State Park

32 miles from Moab, Dead Horse Point State Park is one of Utah’s most spectacular state parks. The view from Dead
Horse Point is one of the most photographed scenic vistas in the world. Towering 2,000 feet above the Colorado River,
the overlook provides a breathtaking panorama of Canyonlands’ sculpted pinnacles and buttes. Millions of years of
geologic activity created the spectacular views from Dead Horse Point State Park. Deposition of sediments by ancient
oceans, freshwater lakes, streams and wind blown sand dunes created the rock layers of canyon country. Igneous

activity formed the high mountains that rise like cool blue islands from the desert below.

Wilson Arch

The Wilson Arch is an elegant sandstone arch located just off Highway 191 between Moab and Monticello, Utah (about
24 miles outside of Moab). It spans 91 feet and is 46 feet tall. The arch was named after Joe Wilson, a pioneer settler

who built a cabin in nearby Dry Valley. Admire how wind, water, and time have eroded this beautiful sandstone arch!

Canyonlands National Park

Canyonlands National Park is an American national park located in southeastern Utah near the town of Moab. The park
preserves a colorful landscape eroded into numerous canyons, mesas, and buttes by the Colorado River, the Green
River, and their respective tributaries. While these areas share a primitive desert atmosphere, each retains its own
character. The Island in the Sky mesa rests on sheer sandstone cliffs over 1,000 feet (304 m) above the surrounding
terrain. Every overlook offers a different perspective on Canyonlands' spectacular landscape. Island in the Sky is the
easiest area of Canyonlands to visit in a short period of time, offering many pullouts with spectacular views along the

paved scenic drive.

Arches National Park

Arches National Park lies north of Moab in the state of Utah. Bordered by the Colorado River in the southeast, it’s
known as the site of more than 2,000 natural sandstone arches, such as the massive, red-hued Delicate Arch in the east.
Long, thin Landscape Arch stands in Devils Garden to the north. Other geological formations include Balanced Rock,

towering over the desert landscape in the middle of the park.

Bend has become one of the most recognized and visited places in Glen Canyon National Recreation Area.

Lower Antelope Canyon is a slot canyon in the American Southwest, on Navajo land east of Page, Arizona. Upon arrival
at the Lower Antelope Canyon, you will come off the truck and step into the desert and enter an amazing fantasy world.
