The Astronomical Clock

The Astronomical Clock is the great landmark of Old Town Square. Situated on the southern wall of Prague Town Hall, it
is such a compelling sight that it has possibly become the most photographed landmark by tourists visiting the beautiful
capital city of the Czech Republic. The clock is unusual in that, in addition to indicating the 24 hours of the day, the

astronomical dial shows the position of the sun and the moon in the sky, along with other astronomical information.

Prague Castle

A beauty of its own to discover is the Prague Castle! It is one of the largest coherent castle complexes in the world. It
consists of a large-scale composition of palaces and ecclesiastical buildings of various architectural styles from the

remains of Romanesque-style buildings in the 10th century through the Gothic modifications of the 14th century.

Austrian Parliament Building

The Austrian Parliament Building in Vienna is where the two houses of the Austrian Parliament conduct their sessions.
The building is located on the RingstraRRe boulevard in the first district Innere Stadt, near Hofburg Palace and the Palace
of Justice. The Parliament Building is the site of important state ceremonies, most notably the swearing-in ceremony of

the President of Austria and the state speech on National Day each October 26.

Wiener Rathaus

Wiener Rathaus, or Vienna's City Hall, is the most important secular building in the neo-Gothic style in the city. City Hall
was built between 1872 and 1883 and is a building of superlatives. The Arkadenhof of City Hall is one of the biggest
inner courtyards in Europe with an area of 2,804 m?. The height of its tower is 97.9 m and has become a symbol of

Vienna.

The golden Strauss memorial

The musician Johann Strauss, who is known around the world as the "King of Waltz" is a significant figure for the
Austrians. This statue is located in the city park and has become a symbol of Vienna. The statue is located in a white
curved arch with an exquisite angel relief carved on it. On the inside of the arch, the golden Strauss is "playing" the

violin. The statues are always crowded with tourists who come to pay their respects.

St. Stephen's Cathedral

St. Stephen's Cathedral is the mother church of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Vienna and the seat of the
Archbishop of Vienna, Christoph Cardinal Schénborn, OP. The current Romanesque and Gothic form of the cathedral
today in the Stephansplatz. It was largely introduced by Duke Rudolf IV (1339-1365) and stands on the ruins of two
earlier churches that were previously there. The most important religious church that you must visit in Vienna is St.

Stephen's Cathedral.

Schonbrunn Palace

Schoénbrunn Palace is one of Europe's most beautiful Baroque complexes and has been in the possession of the
Habsburgs since 1569. The wife of Emperor Ferdinand Il, Eleonore von Gonzaga, had a pleasure palace built on the site
in 1642 and called the property "Schonbrunn" for the first time. The palace and garden complex created from 1696
onwards following the siege of Vienna was complete redesigned under Maria Theresa after 1743. Today, due to its

historical significance, its unique layout and magnificent furnishings, the palace is a UNESCO World Heritage site.

It is situated at the western border of the historical city center below Bratislava Castle. It is the largest and one of the
oldest churches in Bratislava, known especially for being the coronation church of the Kingdom of Hungary between

1563 and 1830.

It was designed by
Hungarian architect Imre Steindl in neo-Gothic style and opened in 1902. It has been the largest building in Hungary

since its completion.

St. Stephen's Basilica

St. Stephen's Basilica is a Roman Catholic basilica in Budapest, Hungary. It is named in honour of Stephen, the first King
of Hungary. Since the renaming of the primatial see, it has been the co-cathedral of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of
Esztergom-Budapest. Today, it is the third largest church building in present-day Hungary. It is the largest church in

Budapest and a World Heritage Site.
