Arc de Triomphe

The Arc de Triomphe is one of the most famous monuments in all of Paris, France. The Arc de Triomphe honors those
who fought and died for France during the French Revolutionary and Napoleonic Wars. Beneath its vault lies the Tomb

of the Unknown Soldier from World War . It set the tone for public monuments with triumphant patriotic messages.

Avenue des Champs - Elysées

The Avenue des Champs-Elysées is a Paris must-see! This unique avenue is said to be one of the greatest! The avenue is
approximately 1.9 km long and 70 m wide, running between the Place de la Concorde and the Place Charles de Gaulle,
where the Arc de Triomphe is located.

Place de la Concorde

The Place de la Concorde is one of the major public squares in Paris, France. Measuring at about 19 acres in area, it is
the largest square in the French capital. It was also notorious for the public executions of King Louis XVI and Marie

Antoinette in the course of the French Revolution.

Museum and Napoleon’s Tumb

The tomb chamber is about 4 meters long and over 2 meters wide. It is made of red quartzite and placed on a green
granite base. On the ground, the name of Napoleon's victory battle is engraved on a mosaic. There are five coffins in
the tomb: the first is a tin coffin, the second is a peach blossom wood coffin, the next two are lead coffins, and the fifth
is a ebony coffin. The latter is engraved with the name Napoleon. Twelve white marble female statues (known as the
"Goddess of Victory") guard this tomb. The circular gallery is decorated with ten marble bas reliefs (surface sculptures)

to celebrate Napoleon's rule and the emperor's civil actions.

Eiffel Tower

You cannot visit Paris without seeing the Eiffel Tower! This global cultural icon of France is one of the most recognizable

structures in the entire world! Today is your chance to see it in person and take as many pictures as you would like!

The
former abbey still has its beautiful 9th-century nave, in which lie the remains of Archbishop St Rémi (440-533), who
instituted the Holy Anointing of the kings of France. The former archiepiscopal palace known as the Tau Palace, which

played an important role in religious ceremonies, was almost entirely rebuilt in the 17th century.

Adolphe Bridge

world up to then. The big double arch spans more than 85 meters across the Pétrusse valley.

Alzette Valley

Platz der Verfassung

The Constitution Square was put up on the ancient Beck bastion (1644, 1685). The "Gélle Fra", a monument which is
located on this square, was set up in 1923 to commemorate the Luxembourgers who perished in the First World War,
today it sympolises freedom and resistance for the Luxembourg people. From here you have a superb view over the

Pétrusse Valley and the Adolphe Bridge.

Known as
Ridesheim, it is officially Riidesheim am Rhein, to distinguish it from Riidesheim an der Nahe. It is a major tourist

attraction, especially for foreign visitors.

St. Paul's Church

Cologne Cathedral is a Catholic cathedral in Cologne, North Rhine-Westphalia. It is a renowned monument of German
Catholicism and Gothic architecture and was declared a World Heritage Site in 1996. At 157 m (515 ft), the cathedral is
currently the tallest twin-spired church in the world, the second tallest church in Europe after Ulm Minster, and the
third tallest church in the world. It is the largest Gothic church in Northern Europe and has the second-tallest spires.

The towers for its two huge spires give the cathedral the largest facade of any church in the world.

Zaanse Schans is a neighborhood in the Dutch town of Zaandam, near Amsterdam. Historic windmills and distinctive
green wooden houses are relocated here to recreate the look of an 18th/19th-century like-villages. The Zaans Museum
has regional costumes, model windmills and interactive exhibits on chocolate making. Artisan workshops even

demonstrate rare handicrafts such as wooden clog carving, barrel making and pewter casting.

Dam Square

Dam Square was created in the 13th century when a dam was built around the river Amstel to prevent the Zuiderzee
sea from flooding the city. It is now known as one of the main tourist sights and is full of entertainment. There are food
stalls, restaurants and numerous shops including the trendy Bijenkorf and Magna Plaza. People love coming to Dam

Square due to its uniqueness and beauty that it portrays!

Koninklijk Paleis Amsterdam

The Royal Palace of Amsterdam in Amsterdam (Dutch: Koninklijk Paleis van Amsterdam or Paleis op de Dam) is one of
three palaces in the Netherlands which are at the disposal of the monarch by Act of Parliament. It is situated on the

west side of Dam Square in the centre of Amsterdam, opposite the War Memorial and next to the Nieuwe Kerk.

Nationaal Monument

Standing an imposing 22-metres high in the centre of Amsterdam’s Dam Square, the National Monument is the
Netherlands’ most important memorial to World War Il. Besides serving as a daily reminder of the war’s atrocities and
those lost, the monument plays a central role in National Remembrance Day (Nationale Dodenherdenking, 4 May)

when the royal family and local residents gather to pay their respects to fallen soldiers from both WWII and more



recent conflicts.

Atomium

Halfway between sculpture and architecture, the Atomium was designed and built for the Brussels World's Fair (1958),
for which it was the flagship building and emblem. Representing an iron unit cell (9 iron atoms) magnified 165 billion
times, the monument with its unique silhouette has, over time, grown to become the symbol of Brussels and Belgium.
On the inside the Atomium offers, not just the most beautiful view of Brussels, but also an entirely astounding and

surreal ride through its interior spaces and volumes which alone makes a visit worth it.



Brussels Town Hall

The Town Hall of the City of Brussels is a Gothic building from the Middle Ages. It is located on the famous Grand Place
in Brussels, Belgium, across the Brussels City Museum. Interestingly enough, it is the only remaining medieval building

of the Grand Place and is even considered to be a masterpiece of civil Gothic architecture.

Grand-Place Brussels

Let’s explore the Grand Place! The Grand Place is located at the central square of Brussels. The Grand Place is one of
the greatest tourist destinations and the most memorable landmark in Brussels. It is also considered one of the most

beautiful squares in Europe and has been a UNESCO World Heritage Site since 1998.

Manneken Pis

Manneken Pis is a landmark small bronze sculpture located in central Brussels. The sculpture is part of a fountain that
has a little boy urinating into the fountain's basin. It was designed by Jérome Duquesnoy the Elder and put in place in
