It covers an
area of 7,725 square kilometers, with more than 2,500 lakes and vast forests. It is a popular national park and
outdoor paradise in Ontario. The park is located about 300 kilometers north of Toronto, about 3 hours by car, with
convenient transportation. There are hundreds of campsites in the park, suitable for boating, fishing, hiking,
cycling and other outdoor sports. The park is also an important wildlife reserve, where moose, black bears,
wolves, various reptiles, amphibians and birds live, and there are thousands of plant species. Every autumn,
usually from the end of September to mid-October, Algonquin becomes a maple viewing resort in Canada. The
mountains and plains are dyed with fiery red maple leaves, and the red, yellow and green colors are intertwined

and reflected in the clear rivers and lakes. It can be called a very beautiful autumn scenery in Canada.

Biodome de Montreal

The Ecological Museum is one of the most famous museums in Montreal. It is located next to the Olympic
Stadium and was rebuilt from the original cycling competition venue. The museum is divided into four natural
ecological zones: tropical rain forest, polar region, Canadian deciduous forest, and St. Lawrence River. It displays
the natural ecology of the entire America from tropical rain forest to the North and South Poles, and has a large
number of rare animals and plants for visitors to visit. There are more than 4,000 animals and 5,000 plants, as

well as an aquarium, in the park, which is very popular among tourists.

The Montreal Olympic Stadium and Tower

Montreal Olympic Park was the main venue for the 1976 Montreal Olympic Games. This open-air stadium and its
inclined tower have become a symbol of Montreal. The tower is about 50 meters (163 inches) high and is the
tallestinclined tower in the world. When the weather is good, you can see as far as 80 kilometers (50 miles) away.
Visitors can take a cable car to the top of the tower and enjoy a panoramic view of the city and the charming

scenery of the St. Lawrence River.

Toronto City Hall
