The canyon has 

deep and dangerous terrain, with fast-flowing water in summer and covered with ice and snow in winter. The 

canyon is covered with lush vegetation, lush and fresh in summer, and covered with crystal tree hangings in 

winter, each with its own characteristics. 

 



Lake Louise 

Lake Louise, located on the south side of Highway 1, is a famous attraction in Banff National Park. With Mount 

Victoria as its barrier and surrounded by dense forests, the mountains and waters are interdependent, forming a 

perfect landscape photo.

Because Kamloops has unpolluted fertile soil and a semi-desert dry 

climate, it has become the largest producer of American ginseng in North America and is known as the "Ginseng 

Capital". It has a long history and culture of Aboriginal people, with a total of 17 Aboriginal tribal communities, 

making it the most important Aboriginal community in the interior of British Columbia.
