Millions of years after the sea disappeared, the salt layer was covered by air and water debris, and squeezed into
rock with other debris. Later, after the crust uplifted and natural weathering, it became the arches of today. The

that they can listen to the voice of God here. Stay overnight in Tuba, an Indian reservation.

Lower Antelope Canyon

The Lower Antelope Canyon is located in the north of Arizona, USA. It is formed by soft sandstone after millions of
years of various erosion forces. Flash floods often flow into the canyon during the monsoon season. Due to the
sudden increase in rainfall, the flow rate of the flash flood is quite fast. In addition, the narrow channel narrows
the river channel, so the vertical erosion force is relatively large, forming the corridor at the bottom of the Lower
Antelope Canyon and the hard and smooth edges on the valley wall that look like flowing water. There is no
artificial lighting in the Lower Antelope Canyon. Allvisible light comes from the cracks at the top of the canyon.
These lights are repeatedly refracted by the rock texture and enter the valley bottom, producing a dreamy and

irregular color change. These colors are from deep to light, colorful and beautiful.
