The National Archives

The National Archives houses precious documents, photographs, and video footage from various periods of
American history. Among its most notable collections are the original parchment manuscripts of the founding
documents, drafted at the founding of the nation in 1776. These documents include the Declaration of
Independence, the U.S. Constitution, and the Bill of Rights. Other collections include the Emancipation
Proclamation of 1863, issued by Lincoln during the Civil War to free slaves, the surrender of Nazi Germany at the
end of World War Il, and the Watergate tapes that exposed Richard Nixon's corruption and ultimately brought him

down.

Washington D.C. In-depth Tour

First, we'll visit the Air Force Memorial, composed of three curved steel columns over 80 meters long. Its design
was inspired by the three white smoke trails left in the sky by the U.S. Air Force Thunderbirds during their
aerobatic performances. We'll then visit the Jefferson Memorial, which commemorates the ideal that "all men are
created equal," in front of Taidou Lake. We'll then visit the World War Il Memorial, which honors the 16 million

American service members who served during World War Il.



The White House

The White House is a white neoclassical sandstone building covering an area of more than 73,000 square meters.
It consists of the main building and the east and west wings. The White House is the office and residence of
successive US presidents and is also synonymous with the US government. Many important US decision-making
bills are signed and announced by the president in the White House. George Washington, the founding father of
the United States, once expressed his views on the construction of the US President's residence: it must not be a

palace, and it must not be luxurious, because the masters working here are servants of the state.

Lincoln Memorial

The Lincoln Memorial is a white ancient Greek temple-style building built to commemorate the 16th President of
the United States, Abraham Lincoln. It is regarded as an eternal statue of the United States and a symbol of
Washington. Itis also the most famous rally for the pursuit of peace and democracy. Martin Luther King delivered

his speech "I Have a Dream" here.

Vietham Veterans Memorial

The Vietnam Veterans Memorial is located north of the Lincoln Memorial. It is a 500-foot-long V-shaped
monument made of black granite. It is used to commemorate the American soldiers and generals who died while
serving in Vietnam during the Vietnam War. The glittering black marble wall is engraved with the names of more
than 57,000 US soldiers who died in the Vietnam War between 1959 and 1975, in chronological order of the date

of each person's death.

Watkins Glen State Park

The rapid river water flows back after the change of
direction, forming a huge whirlpool. The park s very quiet, with barbecue pits and picnic tables. Standing on

them, you can overlook the whirlpool below, which is very spectacular.

Maid of The Mist

The Maid of the Mist is the most monumental boat trip in the United States since 1846. There is no better way to
experience Niagara Falls in the United States. Put on a blue raincoat and take aboard the dreamy Maid of the Mist
boat to experience the refreshing mist, surging waves, and roaring waterfalls produced by more than 2 million
liters of water per second. As a unique fleet of yachts, under the skilled command of captains, they have been
sailing safely in the waves of the Niagara Gorge for more than 100 years and have carried tens of millions of

tourists directly into the depths of the misty water.

Old Fort Niagara State Park

The War Fort is a tourist attraction of great historical value. It existed at the mouth of the Niagara River leading
from Lake Ontario to Lake Erie before the independence of the United States. Therefore, it played a very important
role in the Indian-French War, the American War of Independence, and the Anglo-American War at that time.

Behind it is the vast Lake Ontario, one of the five Great Lakes of the United States.

Cave of the Winds

The entrance to the Cave of the Winds is on Goat Island, where there is a small museum and a small cinema. You
can then take an elevator down 53 meters in the Niagara Gorge cave to the bottom of the valley.

The library has a rich collection of 16.47 million books, periodicals,
manuscripts, pictures, etc. The library with a classical atmosphere is also a frequent guest in film and television
works. "Night at the Museum", "The Day After Tomorrow", "Spider-Man", "Detective Chinatown" and other films

have been filmed here.

Bryant Park

Bryant Park is a beloved, year-round New York City destination. Known as Manhattan's Town Square, the park is

famous for its lush seasonal gardens, free activities, world class restrooms, and al fresco dining. Located



adjacent to the New York Public Library and surrounded by iconic skyscrapers, Bryant Park is visited by more than

12 million people each year and is one of the busiest public spaces in the world.

Blue Bottle Coffee

The unique Blue Bottle Coffee was created by James Freeman, and the first Blue Bottle Coffee in New York was
born opposite Bryant Park in 2010. Everything in the coffee shop is in order, quiet, simple and precise. Freeman's

perfect way must give everyone a perfect experience.

Central Park

Central Park is the back garden of New York citizens. The park is beautiful in all seasons: bright red and green in
spring, bright sunshine in summer, fiery red maple leaves in autumn, and silvery white and bleak in winter. Both
local residents and tourists from all over the world are deeply attracted by this paradise among high-rise
buildings. The park looks natural, but its landscape is actually carefully created: there are several artificial lakes,
long walking trails, two skating rinks, a wildlife sanctuary, many lawns and children's playgrounds. Itis also a
well-known urban park in New York. From "Spider-Man" to "The Avengers", Central Park has frequently appeared

in Marvel movies.

Roosevelt Island

Roosevelt Island is a slender island located on the East River between Queens and Manhattan Island. Although
Roosevelt Island is smallin size, it has a unique architectural history.

The entire island is
home to approximately 400 different species of trees, shrubs, ground covers, and perennials, including at least
100 different tree species adapted to the New York climate. Each corner of the island represents a different

microclimate, depending on the topography, sunlight, and wind conditions.



Chelsea Market

Chelsea Market was originally converted from an abandoned factory. It is an indoor market that combines a food
court and retro design shops. It is one of the most popular markets in New York. There are many novel and
interesting gift shops here, which are very suitable for buying souvenirs. "Going to Chelsea Market to eat lobster
once" has become an important stop on the must-eat list of many foodies when they come to New York! In
addition to seafood from all over the world, Australian pies, French desserts, Japanese sushi and Italian ice

cream can all be found in the dazzling market.

The High Line

The High Line is a 1.45-mile-long elevated linear park, greenway and rail trail created on a former New York

Central Railroad spur on the west side of Manhattan.

Hudson Yards Vessel

The huge structure located in the Hudson Yards landscape corridor, the center of the square and the visual focus
is called Vessel. It is a honeycomb-shaped staircase, and netizens affectionately call it the "big pine cone". You
can find unique beauty when appreciating the building from different angles. It is a great place to check in on your
